The major purpose of a teaching assistant position is to provide an opportunity for advanced and qualified students to obtain firsthand, supervised teaching assistant experience in psychology. The major purpose of a teaching assistant position is to provide an opportunity for advanced and qualified students to obtain firsthand, supervised teaching experience in psychology. As a teaching assistant (TA), students will assist Dr. Bennett with managing paperwork, running review sessions, holding office hours, create quiz and exam questions, help develop writing reflections, responding to students requests for help, and being present during class. If you are considering graduate school for education or are unsure about the direction you want to take with your degree or career, teaching experience such as may be helpful!
TAs must work 3 hrs for every credit hour per week to obtain a satisfactory grade and track their hours.  We will meet before or immediately after to class to strategize about work to be done. TAs are expected to bring their journal to meetings and will need to turn it in to Dr. Bennett at the end of the semester to be reviewed. To earn an A, RAs are required to work a minimum of 93% of the required hours.  For example, if RA is signed up for 3 credit hours, over the course of the semester the RA should work 3 credits * 3 hours/credit week * 15.5 weeks = 139.5 hrs over the entire semester or on average 9 hrs/wk.  To be eligible to get an A, the RA must complete a minimum of 129.7 hrs.  For a B, RAs must complete a minimum 85% of the total hours.  For a C, RAs must complete a minimum 78% of the total hours.  However, TAs are welcome to work as many hours as their schedules allow.  In addition to hours, interpersonal issues that are brought to the TAs attention and not corrected will be factored into the overall grade of the course.
As a teaching assistant, you will have some or all of the following duties: 1) develop quiz and exam questions: requires being present in class and completing the reading; 2) provide review sessions for students: set-up regularly schedule office hours at least 2 hrs/week and then be available to meet as students request (within in reason of your schedule); and 3) other: students have the option of adding other skills they wish to learn that are within the scope of the class and its timeline.

Serving as a teaching assistant requires that you sign up for supervised credit. Some of the options for this include for undergraduate students:
· PSYC 3808 Teaching Assistantship
Following are the required qualifications for a research assistant position: 1) a commitment of 8-9 hours per week during the semester; 2) a minimum 3.5 cumulative GPA; and 3) previous completion of course with an A.
